 It has been given for you (and others), Acts 2:39 

B.   Yet we lack motivation 
 We are confused about what’s important, Rom. 9:1-3 

 We are confused about worship vs. work, Acts 2:42, 5:42 

 We are confused about words and works, Mt 25:21 

 We are confused about our own excuses, Luke 14:18 

C.   But teaching is the lifeblood of the church 
 It follows the example of the Master, Luke 19:10 

 Christianity is a taught religion, Romans 10:17 

 We are one generation away from destruction, 2 Timothy 4
